1.0 Rules
1.1  The event will be governed by the current rules as defined in RRS
1.2  The event will be open to all yachts, whether members of AYC or not.
Any one design class yachts which can muster three or more entries will be given a class 
All other yachts will score to the CSA RR with their latest official TCF.   Yachts without a valid CSA TCF may  be allocated a number at the sole discretion of the OA
The following Classes are expected – Classes may be scrapped or combined at the sole discretion of the OA
Yachts – Division A   (faster types)
Yachts – Division B   (slower types)
Classic Yachts
Sportsboats
RS Elite
 1.3  All boats will have a minimum crew of two (2) persons on board during races
1.4  The OA, by publishing in the SI’s, may change any RRS as they see fit.
1.5  The CSA Safety Rules will apply to all competitors.  Anchors will not be allowed on the bow and will result in disqualification for offenders

2.0    Programme – Racing Date will Friday 26/Dec 2025.  Start will not be before 1.00 pm.
Registration may be done in advance by contact (in person, telephone, or email) with the AYC office or in person at the Skipper’s Briefing.   AYC Office 460 1799
Racing will take place in the waters between English Harbour and Curtain Bluff
Starting will be in accordance with RRS 26 on a 5 min. rolling sequence.
Classes may  be combined for starting procedure.
3.0   Skipper’s Briefing – there will be a skipper’s briefing at the upper deck AYC on Friday                                                                                  26/Jan. at 11.30 am. 
  
4.0  Sailing Instructions – will be available at the Skipper’s Briefing and on line at AYC website a minimum of 24 hours prior to the first start.  VHF Ch. 12 will be used for on the water instructions.

5.0   Fees – Entry Fees for the event will be $EC 100 per boat for the event.
Payment in full will be required prior to taking part in the event.

6.0    Ratings–Each boat will have an agreed TCF prior to the start of the event which cannot change during the event.  The TCF will be based on the CSA RR and will reflect the sail inventory the boat declares.  ie.  Any of the four listed TCF’s can be used for any boat in any class depending on his declared sail inventory.
For this event spinnaker ratings are encouraged.

7.0    Advertising – Other than any logo representing the Official Sponsors no other advertising will be permitted without advance approval of the OA, which, on request, may or may not be given.
 
8.0    Scoring  - The Race will be scored as one individual race on overall corrected time.
The intention is to run ONE longish race 2.0 – 2.5 hrs. duration.  Should a second race be run then the cumulative corrected times will prevail rather than the place scores.   The decision to run a second race will be made known before the day’s racing starts.

9.0    Course – will be a longish windward / leeward type course between English Harbour and Curtain Bluff, starting and finishing at a laid line at the mouth of Falmouth Harbour.  Any second race will be a shorter race in the bay area.

10.0  Penalty System – will be in accordance with RRS .   The two turn penalty will be replaced by a one turn penalty
The OA may also award any penalty they see fit for any breach of the rules or of etiquette and fair sailing, or for any other reason as allowed in RRS.

11.0  Protests – Will be in accordance with RRS and will be heard by a local Antigua Jury as soon as possible at the end of the day’s racing.  The Jury decision will be final.

12.0   Media Rights –By participating in this event, competitors grant to the OA and the event sponsors the right,  in perpetuity, to make use and show, at their discretion, any photography, audio, and video recordings, and other production of them and/or their boat made at the venue or on the water from time of their arrival until final departure, without compensation.

13.0   Risk Statement – Competitors participate in the regatta entirely at their own risk.  See RRS 3, Decision to Race.  The OA will not accept any liability for material damage or personal, injury, or death sustained in conjunction with or prior to, during, or after the event

14.0   Insurance – Each participating boat shall make her own insurance arrangements.
Any yacht found guilty for damage to persons or to another yacht shall be responsible for any costs arising.

15.0   Prizes – Will be awarded according to the number of entrants in each class.  
The overall winner will be the winner of the biggest/most competitive class and priority will be given to a spinnaker boat should there be a tie.  The decision of the OA will be final.
There will be a perpetual trophy – The Boxing Day Barrel - for the overall winner.
Additional prizes may be given to the minor places.
The prizegiving Venue will be the upper deck of the AYC as soon as possible after racing is completed on Sunday but no earlier than 5 pm.

16.0  Docking and Mooring -   AYC will do everything possible to arrange for free docking 
and / or mooring  for visiting boats.  To be advised nearer the event.
