The Sandy Island Race.
Saturday 24th January 2026 

The race will comprise a three legged fully circular course.  
Race 1/ Leg 1 Falmouth to Jolly.  Race 2 / Leg 2 Jolly to Falmouth and Race 3/ Full circle.  Each race will be scored separately but the overall winner will be (cumulative CT) for the Race 3 
The start time will be 10.00 am. exactly at both Falmouth and Jolly.  Late starts will not be recognized.  Boats OCS will carry on with a 3 min. time penalty.

Notice of Race and Sailing Instructions
This race will be run according to Current World Sailing RRS Amended as follows –
The starting procedures will be varied as shown below
The two turn penalty will be replaced by a one turn penalty
The NOR already issued will also form a part of these SI’s

Protests should be submitted by email to cricketant112@gmail.com as soon as possible after the race and no later than 1630 on race day. The hearing will be held either in person or via electronic means, results will be provisional until after protests are finalised. All instructions will be given electronically on the respective club Whatsapp group sites, and the results will be announced electronically.   Any starting or finishing communications will be given on VHF 
channel 12

Entering and Entry Fees. Yachts wishing to participate must declare this to AYC, either in person or by phone to AYC office 460 1799 and the entry fee of 2EC per foot can be paid to the AYC office in person or by credit card over the phone, the deadline for entries is 1500 hrs. Thursday  16 January.

Class and rating declaration.  Primary rating system will be CSA.  Yachts shall declare their preferred class and the rating they will use by 1800 hrs. on the Friday 17 January 2025 on either the Saturday racing at AYC group, by phone or in person to the AYC Office 460 1799 or to Sandy Mair 464 1097. Final classes will be decided by AYC on Friday 16 January and promulgated on WhatsApp.  The race will also dual score to a Race TCF (club handicap) based on known performance.

Communications on the day will be on VHF Channel 12 and where needed on the Saturday Racing at AYC WhatsApp group and the JHYC Whatsapp group, and by mobile phone where needed to Tom Paterson 736-3424 or to Sandy Mair 464 1097.
Failure to hear or receive any instructions properly made will not be ground for redress

Time Limit. For all yachts will be 1630.  Yachts finishing after that time must take their own finish time.  Or alternatively slower yachts may start at 9.30 if they prefer to remain with the rest of the fleet.  They will be scored accordingly. but may not qualify for prizes.
This is a circular course with the Jolly Harbour yachts taking their time when they go through the Falmouth harbour line and at their finish line, and the Falmouth Harbour yachts taking their time when they go through the Jolly Harbour line and at their finish line.  An honour system is expected.
There may be a time check on VHF Ch 12 at 09.30.  It is important that both races start at 10.00 exactly.  All yachts must have an accurate timing device aboard set correctly.

The Falmouth Harbour Start and Finish – Will be a line approx. 75 m. long on a transit between a Red triangle shape on Turtle Bay beach and the outermost Bishop’s Reef mark.   Reaching start. Sailing West
There will be no flags but the usual 5,4,1,Go sound signals over VHF ch. 12.   SY Cricket / Sandy Mair will be the referee / timekeeper for the Falmouth line.

Jolly Harbour Start and Finish -The Start line will be a reaching start between the western most of 5 islands and an imaginary buoy approx. 100 Meters to the East .  Five Is. bearing 90 degrees TRUE (bearing approx. 104 deg. magnetic) – heading South.
Starting will be by sound signal only – no flags.  There will not be a race officer on duty 
SY Huey Too / Bernie Wong will be the referee for the Jolly start.  All yachts must start at 10.00 am on both lines.  All yachts must record their finish times as they cross each other’s line on the half lap and their own line at their finish. And attempt to record the boats ahead and behind.

Note – Boats must pass to seaward of all above points.   All above points are on or outside 10m. line.  Any boat finding itself consistently in shallower water MUST turn westwards to the 10m. line – or face potential DSQ.
The Finish line will be the same as the start line.  All yachts must take their own finish time and then together with the name of the yacht ahead and behind them communicate this data to Tom Paterson and / or Sandy Mair on WhatsApp at + 1 268 736-3424 / +1268 464 1097 as soon as possible after finishing.
The information can also be posted to the Saturday Racing at AYC WhatsApp group as soon as possible after finishing.
Take your time when the western most of 5 islands is bearing 104 deg. magnetic.
RACE 2 – Jolly to Falmouth
The Start line will be a reaching start between the transit described above, heading south.
There will be no committee boat.  SY Huey Too will act as referee.
The first warning signal will be at 0955 with start signal at 10.00 exactly.
Time signals will be given over VHF ch. 12
The Course will be.
Start.  As above sailing south
Pelican Is  (P). – off Johnson Point (P)
Cades Reef.(No required side)  ie. inside is allowed if preferred.
Old Road Bluff (P)
Into Falmouth Harbour  - Bishop’s Buoy (S)
Blake Is. (S)  - a laid buoy adjacent to Blake Is. Inside Falmouth Harbour
Thru Falmouth start / finish line adjacent / close to Bishop’s Buoy
All yachts must record the boat ahead and astern and record their own start /finish time – although this line may be monitored and if so the time of the RO will rule.

Yachts are asked to communicate their half lap finish times to the AYC Whatsapp group or by tel. to Tom Paterson 736 3424  /  Sandy Mair 464 1097 as soon as possible.  
An honour system is expected – both starting and course observance (no short cuts)
Yachts are asked to police each other re rounding of the virtual marks.  A GPS track may be requested if doubt.

Communications – Will be VHF ch. 12.  Yachts on Race 2 /Leg 2 are asked to broadcast by VHF when they  enter Falmouth Harbour prior to rounding Blake. And approaching the finish.
The Falmouth line has no required side on entering the harbor prior to rounding Blake Is. mark but must be passed thru when exiting the harbor after rounding Blake Is. mark.

RESULTS and PRIZEGIVING – will be at AYC upper deck as soon as possible after the race.
(Pls. try to avoid protests as this will disrupt the results and prizegiving – an honour system is expected)
JHYC boats are invited if they can attend.
